Submission Guidelines for the Bulletin
Items submitted to the Historical Society of Montgomery County’s Bulletin should appear in the following format and in keeping with the following guidelines / mission:

· Papers should relate to Montgomery County, which includes the areas of Philadelphia County prior to the County’s incorporation, or areas that have interplay or influence with Montgomery County such as regions that border and did business within Montgomery County.

· The works should be of a scholarly nature, well documented, and not of an anecdotal nature.

· Submissions that rely heavily on original source materials (primary) will be considered before submissions, which use only secondary sources.

· Items that appear in the Bulletin will be original, first time publications and not reprints of articles from other sources. (This does not apply to anniversary or commemorative articles placed in the publication by the editor and members of the publication committee.)

· The Editor of the Bulletin will review all submissions for compliance to publication guidelines.  Those that meet the criteria will be forwarded onto to the full committee.  The Committee, including Chairperson and Editor, will review the papers, comment and make suggestions regarding the papers, which will be put into the Bulletin.  Should consensus not be able to be reached, the Chairman of the Publications Committee will have final say on decisions of input.

· Papers should be submitted on compact disc in Microsoft Word with numbered pages, endnotes and title page.  A hard copy should also accompany the submission.  These items will not be returned to the author and will become the property of the Historical Society of Montgomery County.

· Submissions are due by April 30.  Anything submitted after this point will be considered for the following year’s publication.  The Bulletin of the Historical Society of Montgomery County is published annually.  The publication is a benefit to all members and can also be purchased as single volumes by the public at large.

· Works are published as an educational opportunity benefiting everyone.  Papers are not commissioned nor purchased.  Papers are not refused on the basis of ethnicity, race, sex, religion or creed.  Committee members may contact authors about their submissions, but all decisions are reviewed by the committee as a whole and the Chairperson and Editor, specifically.
